1. Read guidelines and instructions before
beginning.

. Start your application early.

. Quality, not quantity.

. Don’t bury the project details.
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. Be organized and logical. I nWA

7. Be clear and concise.
8. Avoid jargon and acronyms.

9. Respond directly to
the application questions.

10. Ask someone who hasn't worked on the
grant to proofread and edit for grammar and

clarity.
